Thousands of applications of electricity
such as 7 ocemenue, electrochemistry and electrometallurgy are longstanding and
unguestionable.

With the appearance of the electrical 8 moTop, power 9 ka6eau replaced trans-mission
shafts, gear wheels, belts and pulley in the 19-th century workshops. And in the home a whole
range of various 10 Bpems and 11 tpyna saving appliances have become a part of our everyday
lives.

Other 12 ycrpoiicTBa are based on specific properties of electricity: electrostatics in the
case of photocopying machine and 13 marnerusm in the case of 14 pagap and 15 TejaeBuaenue.

Electric lighting came into wide use at the end of the last century with the development of
the electric lamp by Thomas Edison. Then the transformer was invented, the first electric lines and
networks were set up, dynamos and induction motors were designed.

Conductors and insulators

Conductors are materials having a low resistance, so that current easily passes through them.

The lower the resistance of the material the more current can pass through it. The most common

conductors are metals, and silver and copper are the best of them. The advantage of copper is that it is

much cheaper than silver. One of the common functions of wire conductors is to connect a voltage

source to a load resistance. Since copper wire conductors have a very low resistance a minimum

voltage drop is produced in them. Metals increase their resistance when the temperature increases

while carbon decreases its resistance when the temperature increases. Thus, metals have a positive

temperature coefficient of resistance while carbon has a negative temperature coefficient. The smaller

is the temperature coefficient or the less the change of resistance with the change of temperature, the

more perfect is the resistance material. Materials having a very high resistance are called insulators.
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Current passes through insulators with great difficulty. The most common insulators are air, paper,
rubber, plastics. Any insulator can conduct current when a high enough voltage is applied to it.
Currents of great value must be applied to insulators in order to make them conduct. The higher the
resistance of an insulator the greater the applied voltage must be. When an insulator is connected to a
voltage source, it stores electric charge and a potential is produced on the insulator.

Other devices are based on specific properties of electricity: electrostatics in the case of
photocopying machine and electromagnetism in the case of radar and television.

One of the greatest advantages of electricity is that it is clean, easily-regulated and
generates no by-products®. Applications of electricity now cover all fields of human activity from
house washing machines to the latest laser devices. Electricity is the efficient source of some of
the most recent technological advances such as the laser and electron beams.

A machine tool is a machine for handling or machining metal or other rigid materials, usually by
cutting, boring, grinding, shearing, or other forms of deformations. Machine tools employ some sort of

tool that does the cutting or shaping. All machine tools have some means of constraining the work piece
and provide a guided movement of the parts of the machine. Thus, the relative movement between the
workpiece and the cutting tool (which is called the toolpath) is controlled or constrained by the machine
to at least some extent, rather than being entirely "offhand” or "freehand". It is a power-driven metal
cutting machine which assists in managing the needed relative motion between cutting tool and the job
that changes the size and shape of the job material. ¥

The precise definition of the term machine tool varies among users, as discussed below. While all

machine tools are "machines that help people to make things", not all factory machines are machine tools.
Today machine tools are typically powered other than by the human muscle (e.g., electrically,
hydraulically, or via line shaft), used to make manufactured parts (components) in various ways that
include cutting or certain other kinds of deformation.
With their inherent precision, machine tools enabled the economical production

of interchangeable parts.
